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· The Colour In Your Life Team will arrive on the date of filming at approximately 8:30am. 
· We ask that you have prepared a USB for the Team to take with them (which will be returned to you after the air date). On this USB we will need a minimum of thirty (30) images of your work, all of which must be over 1MB in size. 

· The Team will spend approximately one hour setting up (gauging your studio, deciding on optimal lighting spots, and setting cameras in place with lights and microphones). Microphone tests will also be conducted. 
· Depending on whether you are showing varying techniques, this means that you may want to show one work from start to finish by preparing at least three or four pieces in various stages of completion of the one image, so that the shoot can move through the day without us having to stay for four days, or if you can paint a painting in one day then that also can be a formula that will work  or three different paintings that you can show varying techniques in each work , filming can take several hours, if not an entire day. The shoot should generally finish before 4pm.
· We ask that if possible a lunch be provided, or somewhere close by made available to the Team so that they can stop for lunch. 

· Based on the information provided by yourself (CV and history), Graeme will ask you a series of questions throughout your interview that best highlight or showcase what type of artist you are, your goals, ambitions, achievements, philosophies, etc. If there is something particular you wish to focus on, or give time to, please let Graeme and Sophia know as soon as possible.
